“‘When shooting a computer company meeting,
the production team found the lectern to be a
veritable treasure chest of contact sound.
Unfortunately, the microphone stand was
transmitting the surface vibration directly into

d‘lic ﬁ_att[e thg milc, resulting irl1 a great deal 9f unwalnted
noise in the recording. The solution, devised by
&_edace'cb the client, is elegant. They showed that much

of the noise went away if we placed the mic
stand on a foam computer mouse pad.”

Mouse pads can also helpful when you are
trying to pick up audio from groups of people at
a table. Pressure zone and boundary mics
“allow you to hear everyone without the bottom
of the barrel “roomy” echo that can occur if an
ordinary microphone is turned up enough to get
the same coverage. If you put the mic on a
mouse pad, it still picks up amazingly well, but
the mouse pad reduces the noise from people
tapping pens or pencils on the table.”
