softer lighting and illumination for your next

ñAt a recent American Society of Lighting 
Designers seminar, Brian Reynolds, director 
of photography for NYPD Blue, said his crew 
is usually pressed for time when lighting the 
TV series, so he uses Chinese paper 
lanterns with 100- or 200- watt lamps inside 
to provide scenes with soft general 
illumination.  

The lanterns are placed on a pole and 
moved with the actor, just outside the frame 
line.  

The paper not only softens the light, but 
provides a surface to which black tape or 
aluminum foil can be attached to control the 
light's direction.ò
