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On any production set it is always helpful to have the 
proper tools you need to complete your project.  
Production make-up is no exception.   
 
Sharing make-up can lead to all kinds of problems, 
ǘƘŀǘΩǎ ǿƘȅ ǿŜ ǎǳƎƎŜǎǘ ƪŜŜǇƛƴƎ ȅƻǳǊ ƳŀƪŜ-up clean 
and if possible, request that the talent bring their 
own make-up.  
 
Check out these helpful tips on how to keep your 
make-up clean on your production set: 
 
άaŀƪŜ ŀ ǇǊŀŎǘƛŎŜ ƻŦ ƴƻǘ ǳǎƛƴƎ ŀ ōǊǳǎƘ ƻǊ ǎǇƻƴƎŜ 
on more than one person without cleaning it.

contamination by not dipping the brush back 
into the container once it has touched the 
talents skin.   

 
Another good practice is to apply make-up with a 
disposable sponge, cotton ball or quilted cotton 
square and use a new one if you need to dip into 
the container again.   

 
Or you can put a quantity of makeup on the back
