Check Your Cables 

 
ñAccording to a recent study, the problem with 90 percent of equipment 

sent for repair can be traced to the cable.ò   

 

TIPS: 

Check your chords.   

Keep a stash of extra cables. 

Carry spare cables with you 

when you go out on a shoot. 

Test cables to see if they are a 

part of the problem before sending 

equipment in to be repaired.  

 

 

Lavaliere Micôs 

 
ñDoes the cable of the lavaliere 

microphone that you have clipped 

to your subjectôs tie keep popping 

out from behind the tie?ò 

 

 

TIP:  

ñTry running the cable through 

the loop formed by the label that is
