MEDIA LITERACY: 
The ability to understand the motives 
behind messages transmitted to us 
through media texts.  In other words, it 
is the ability to interpret the various 
mediums of mass communication. 
 
MEDIA TEXTS:  
The individual results of media produc-
tion such as an ad, film, a music video, a 
news show, a TV program, a book or an 
internet site. 

Developing Strong  
Media Literacy Skills 

CMC Media Literacy Concept #5: 
Audiences are involved in the process.  
Each viewer gives individual meaning to 
what they see and hear in the media 
based on their own experience, viewing 
skill and state of mind.  How might oth-
ers understand the message differently. 

 
CMC Media Literacy Concept #7:  
Media is often so fast-paced and frag-
mented; viewers barely have time to 
consider carefully the meaning behind 
the message.  In developing strong me-
dia literacy skills, 
a viewer is able to 
decode and un-
derstand media 
texts, but also to 
enjoy the unique 
aesthetic forms of 
each.

Wear bright white, loud colors 

(bright saturated colors like 

bright red) or high contrast

Wear big shiny jewelry that 

might make noise that the mic 

can pick upðcell phones, 

charm bracelets, long neck-

laces 

Wear dark colors if back drop
