2009 ACM Western Region Conference Report

CMC staff members report back to our members about their experience at the Alliance for Community Media Conference:
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Each year CMC also participates in a regionalconference for

ACM. Our Western Region (www.acmwest.org) covers the

states of Colorado, New Mexico, Arizona, Nevada California and
Hawaii. The One-Day event was held this year in Reno, NV in the
new studios of Sierra Nevada Community Access Television
(SNCAT) located in a former TV studio in their mall. Mary

Harmon and Xoe Huffman took the 4 hour drive to attend. The
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Director of Access Sacramento. Mary Harmon opened the ple-
nary with a short talk about how the Santa Rosa Media center
has partnered with the Press Democrat to provide the online
version of the paper with local video content.
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Cirivello, currently Executive Director of the media center in
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monthly citizen newspaper for Grand Rapids through their me-
dia center. The online newspaper, sponsored in part by a Knight
Foundation grant, utilizes citizen reporters who, in accordance
with a ladder of training, can participate: from the casual reader
who can Tweet comments (which scroll live along the edge of
the report), to a citizen reporter who has gained experience
through training and has full reporter status. In the Beta version
of the paper, most of the reporting is done as written word with
photos and occasional video.

Mary participated in an afternoon session where she talked
about the In-Camera editing and newsgathering that CMC cam-
era crews did at the recent Handcar Regatta in Santa Rosa. There
was also a discussion with Tony Shawcross from Denver Open
Media who participated via internet camera and audio, pro-
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video content via an open file sharing process. There are 7 me-

dia centers across the country currently participating in the ex-
periment. The day was topped off by the WAVE (Western Access
Video Excellence) awards which were well organized by Xoe, for
which she also won an award.
