Studio Production Interview Basics

Gearing up for a big studio production with interviews? Then check out
these helpful studio production interview tips from the Community Me-
dia Center of Santa Rosa Staff:

DO

e Research your guest.

e Prepare questions for the inter-
view ahead of time.

o Make sure you have more than
enough questions.

o Make your guest feel at home.

e Listen attentively and react with
appropriate interest.

o Go with the flow. Be ready with
the next question, but do not al-
low this to distract you from the
comments your guest is making.

o Keep your questions brief and to
the point.

e Thank your guest for the inter-
view.

DONOGT

e Ask more than one question at a
time.

o Let the interview get off track.

e DOoNodt interrupt
comments.

e Ask obvious questions.

WORKING WITH TALENT:
It is important that the director com-
municate with the talent before, dur-
ing, and after the show. Make the
talent feel comfortable.
