Program Schedule  
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Getting ready for a new production?  Start your project with a pre-
production checklist.  CMC recommends that you include the following in 
your pre-production checklist: 

 

Idea:  Is your idea workable in the time 
allotted?  Consider skill level, budget, etc. 
 
Do Research:  Learn about the idea.  Check 
out information online, at the library, con-
duct interviews, and visit location sites.   
 
Outline:  Create an outline of your project 
describing what happens when. 
 
Treatment:  Create a third person, present 
tense narrative of what the project will 
look like.  
 
Script:  Spend the time to develop the best 
script you can.  
 
Story board:  Create a story board for the 
project.  Consider what you need to get the 
look you are going for.  Consider floor plan 
and shot list (close-up vs. long shot).   
 
Budget:  How much will this production 
cost? Consider your expenses (tapes, cop-
ies, gaffers tape, permits, gasoline, etc.). 
 
Equipment:  Make a list of what you will 
need.  What do you have?  Can you bor-
row, rent, or buy what you don’t have? 
 
Schedule:  Create a schedule (timeline) for 
the project.    
 
Permission, Permits, Etc: What permis-
sions, permits, or other things will you 
need for the project? (location & actor re-
leases, permissions for materials, etc) 
 
Crew:  Get your crew together and be 
clear about expectation, roles, etc.   
 
Cast:  Get your cast together.   
 
Locations:  Scout locations ahead of time.  
Get permissions as needed.
