Getting ready for a field shoot?  Want to improve your  field sound skills?  
Then check out these helpful tips:  
 

> Conduct a site survey before you shoot 
and listen for noises that can ruin your 
shot 
 
> Capture natural sound (30—60 secs) for 
patching gaps in audio timeline in post 
production 
 
> Be quiet when you shoot.  Keep your 
camera and your equipment as quiet as 
possible 
 
> Use headphones 
 
> Give a 5 second countdown after press-
ing record and before action starts to 
avoid clipping the first part of the sen-
tence 
 
> Manage the wind—use a wind sock if 
needed to help control wind noise or 
move to a protected site next to a building 
 
> Don’t put up with noise you can con-
trol—turn off stereos, cell phones, tele-
phones, appliances (remember to turn 
them back on when you are finished!) 
 
> Avoid very loud sound sources—the high 
sound level may distort your recording
