1. Make dubs of your camera 
originals  

2. View and log footage 

3. Make technical preparations.  
Music, narration, and sound 
effects need to be selected, 
recorded, or transferred to 
videotape. 

4. Make editing decisions.

facility/etc ahead of time 

6. Schedule editing time well in 
advance of when your project 
is due. 

7. Perform Edits 
8. Create Titles and graphics  
9. Market, exhibit, and distribute 

your production.
