Problems, Causes, & Solutions

PROBLEM #1: Glare from lights is being re-
flected into the camera by glass on the
wall.

CAUSE #1: Angle of Lights and reflective sur-
face.

SOLUTION #1: Change either the angle of the
picture or the light, so that light is reflected
away from camera.

PROBLEM #2: Distracting Shadows being cast

on rear wall by actors or set pieces
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CAUSE #2: Angle of light, action to close to the

wall.

SOLUTION #2: Move actors and set pieces away
from the wall; raise lights so shadows are thrown
onto the floor, not walls.

PROBLEM #3: Inaccurate colors in shadow areas
CAUSE #3: Too much shadow
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SOLUTIBN #3: Use fill light to reduce the density
of the shadows.
