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Production Tips: Basic 3 Point Lighting Guide
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Interested in taking the class? Check out our upcoming class schedule in this pro-

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The key to good television production is light-
ing. Good lighting is a necessity; it gives life
and detail to the picture. An artistic arrange-
ment of light can give depth and add high-
lights. Arrange the lights until the picture
looks good.

Check out the following three basic lights used
for television production:

e Key Light: Principal source of illumination
and is usually a spotlight.

e Fill Light or Base Light: Additional light on
the opposite side of the camera from the
key light to illuminate shadow areas and
thereby reduce falloff. Usually done with
floodlights.

e Back Light: lllumination from behind the
subject and opposite the camera.
(lumination of set pieces and backdrop)

Lighting Tip: The best guide for proper lighting
is what the picture looks like in the camera and
on the monitor. Make adjustments as neces-
sary to get the lighting you want!
