CAMERA PLACEMENT

There are three choices for camera placement
while shooting an interview subject:

1. Have the interviewer sit with their hand below
the camera lens. Have the guest speak directly
to the interviewer. This will make it appear as
if the guest is speaking right into the camera.

2. Have the interviewer sit next to the camera,
out of frame, which makes the guest look off
camera at an unseen interviewer.

3. Have the interviewer appear on screen with
the guest. This is rarely done in documentaries
but is done on television news all the time.
This works best if we want the audience to
identify with the interviewer or if there is an
element of confrontation in the interview.

SHOOTING THE INTERVIEW

Consider changing image size during the interviewt so all your shots are not the
same size T creating more visual interest and avoiding jump cuts. You might
shoot a long shot when the question is asked, zooming into a medium shot as the
guest begins to answer and zooming into a close-up when an answer is particularly
interesting or revealing. The director and camera operator may want to work out
silent hand signals fro a shot selection ahead of time.

Interviewing is a big part of
television - from talk shows
to documentaries. Check
out these handy tips on con-
ducting an interview for a
production:

e Write or make notes on
your introduction and
conclusion.

e Make sure the subject
to be discussed is of
interest or importance.

e Research your guest
ahead of time and de-
velop key questions or
topics you would like to
discuss.

e Make sure the guest is
aware of where you
would like them to di-
rect their answers (ex.
to the interviewer, au-
dience, camera, etc).

e Keep the discussion
flowing and stay in con-
trol of the interview.

e Remember that the
guest is the star.

openly (not secretly) if
